Approval of Minutes:  The Committee reviewed the minutes of the November 9th, 2010 meeting.  Max Crowe, Librarian was added to Also Present.
Motion Tom Goss, second Dean Stimpson to approve the minutes as amended.  Vote was unanimous.
Chair Curry informed the Committee that as of this date they had tentatively approved $439,235.  
Account 4194 General Government Buildings
· Town Hall janitorial increase due to wages.  Dean Stimpson, janitor stated he does not need a raise.
· Electricity ~ history of usage at each building requested
· Supplies – AC Rendinaro beliefs the decrease this year is due to the fact that an air conditioner was purchased the year before.  She also stated the extra money requested for the coming year is to cover the cost of new filing cabinets
· Discussion on wage increase for PD janitorial
· Discussion about fuel. AC Rendinaro went out to bid.  Irving can be locked in at $2.81.  Committee would like to see the usage for the last two years
· Janitorial for FD was discussed

· Servicing of furnaces discussed.  The Committee would like AC Rendinaro to look for better prices.
The Committee decided to postpone a decision until December 7th when they have more information on the concerns/issues raised.
Account 4299 Other Public Safety
· Dispatch Services ~  Lakes Region increase of $1,224
· Chances ~ pay to Strafford County
· Outside Details & Grant details ~ some of the cost is offset revenues
Motion David Shagoury, second Dean Stimpson to accept Acct 4299 in the amount of $38,402.  Vote was unanimous.

Account 4415 Health & Other Agencies
Motion David Shagoury, second Dean Stimpson to accept Acct 4415 in the amount of $3,362.  Discussion ensued.  AC Rendinaro explained that CAP is fuel assistance and saves the Town welfare office a great deal of money by paying for fuel for a lot of New Durham’s residents.  After some more discussion, David Shagoury amended the motion $4,862, second by Dean Stimpson.  Vote was unanimous.
Account 4441 Welfare
· BOS cut salary line by $1,000 and added $1,000 to the rent/mortgage line

After a brief discussion, Motion Tom Goss, second Dean Stimpson to accept Acct 4441 in the amount of $18,966, reducing the budget by $5,000.  Vote was unanimous.
Account 4711 Princ. – Long Term Bonds & Notes
Motion David Shagoury, second Dean Stimpson to accept Acct 4711 in the amount of $94,883.  Vote was unanimous

Account 4721 Int. – Long Term Bonds & Notes
Motion Tom Goss, second Adam Buehne to accept Acct 4721 in the amount of $37,353.  Vote was unanimous.
Account 4723 Interest on Tan

After a brief discussion Motion David Shagoury, second  Tom Goss to accept Acct 4723 in the amount of $5,000 pending review at the end of the budget session.  Vote was 6 in favor, 1 against.
The Committee has agreed to reschedule Acct 4194 General Government Bldgs until more information can be obtained.  Acct 4196 Insurance will be held until the same night as Acct 4155 Personnel Administration budget which is tentatively scheduled for January 4th, 2011.  The Committee is waiting to hear from the BOS on the reason for a $500 increase to Acct 4316 Street Lights.
BOS Review

AC Rendinaro informed the Committee that the final documents for the pay & classification study have been received and will be reviewed by the BOS.  She said the

pay scale is the same as it was in 2008.

The next meeting will be held on Tuesday, November 30th, 2010 at 7PM at the Town Hall.

Motion Dean Stimpson, second David Shagoury to adjourn. Vote was unanimous.

The meeting adjourned at 8:25PM.
